I refer 10 our meeting of Tuesday 13 July 1999 seeking sdvice regarding the above,

[ understand that your enquiry predominantly relates to the disposal of amounts of up
to 10 kg of spent Sokerol which has been uscd 1o absorb minor spillages of oil. It is
apprecialed that most instagces of cleanup will accommodate spills of hydrocarbons
(=g sump oil, crude oil, diesel) or punrescible organic lquids (eg syrup solutions,
vegetable oils],

It is not possibie to give & generalised statement of how and where 1o dispose of the
Sokerol product in all eircumstances, but the option below is avallable where the
product has been utllised to absorb hydrocarbans or putrescible organic liquids,

This office considers that the proposed method of disposal to licensed landfill
constitutes & minimal risk to the environment, Therefore, it is reasonable for smaller
quantities (up to 100 kg or approximately 0,10 cuble metres total) of Sokerol
containing hydmearbons ar putrescible organic liquids to be disposcd of ta licenscd
general waste |andfills provided that the spent absarbent does not exhibit fres liquids,
ATy person proposing to dispose of amounts of this order should contact the Landfill
operator to confirm the acceptability of the waste g the landfill.
